Consequences—

· Clip down—Verbal Warning
· Clip down—Complete stop sign—Leave on desk as reminder.
· Clip down—Owe 5 minutes of recess to complete reflection form and talk with teacher. Reflection form sent home for parent signature & email sent.
Serious misbehavior (Ex. Fighting, stealing, etc.)
· Student(s) meet with Mrs. Riddle for discussion and/or further consequences.
Reoccurring—Meet with teachers to problem solve.
Miscellaneous Policies

Toys and gadgets—Students should NOT bring things to school unless there is a special activity in the classroom.    We will not tolerate toys and gadgets being played with during instructional time and/or inside the student’s desk.  Toys and gadgets will be confiscated (taken away) in such cases.  We will either ask students to put toys in their backpacks, or we confiscate them and return them later to the student.  If an on-going problem develops, parents are contacted to discuss and problem solve.  
School Supplies—School supplies are provided by the school.  Students should not bring special boxes, crayons, markers, etc. See donations for ideas on what supplies are often in short supply if you wish to contribute.  
Birthdays/water bottles:  
Water bottles:  a small bottle, no ice (ice ‘sweats’ and water gets everywhere) may be kept on the 

child’s desk as long as it does not cause a distraction.  They should be taken home nightly to be refilled or refilled during recess time.  Bottles left over the weekend will be thrown away (if disposable) or emptied (if non-disposable) and returned to student or Lost and Found. 
Birthdays:  We will sing Happy Birthday in both classrooms (English & Chinese) with a small treat 

from the teachers.
· Any store-bought edible treats brought to school will be passed out & eaten between 3:05—3:15 in whatever classroom the student happens to be in at the end of the day.  
· You might want to consider nonedible treats such as fun erasers or pencils, bookmarks, etc. 
Labels—Please label all items from home with first and last names, especially book bags and coats.  
Visitor Passes—Remember all visitors/volunteers must register with Canyons School District as volunteers.  Before entering the classroom, visitors/volunteers must check in at the office for a visitor pass. Complete the volunteer form and return if you are interested in volunteering.  
· Must complete the Volunteer Application through CSD.

Phone Calls Home—We try to discourage phone calls home unless it is an emergency (injury, illness).  If a student forgets his/her homework or lunch money, we devise a plan to solve it (usually bringing it the next day).  Phone calls are NOT allowed for arranging to go to a friend’s house.  Cell phones may NOT be used during school hours and need to be left in book bags.  All calls will be made through the office to ensure good communications between school and home.
